(AN) Mr. Barry Wood and Mr. Jeff Hargrove-HPVAC
LOSAP Ordinance
Mr. Wood, President HPVAC asked the Council to consider passing an ordinance
concerning LOSAP. He believes that Harrington Park is the only town in the
Northern Valley without such policy. Mr. Wood explained the cost involved, the
points an individual could earn to qualify for LOSAP income, and the auditing
mechanism the HPVVAC would put in place.
The Mayor stated that based on the contribution the Ambulance Corps makes and
the service it performs, he looks forward to reviewing the materials presented. Mr.



Wood had heard that the public supported this in the past, and he is asking that it
be put before the public as soon as possible. Discussion.

ALB stated that the ordinance needs to be at the County by August 14" or 15" so
it may be added to our ballot for the November 4, 2014 election.

Ken Fisher -Brookside Village.
GE recused himself from this portion of the meeting.
Mr. Fisher spoke about the problem about taxes for Brookside’s residents.
The following timeline was noted:
Appeared at the February meeting.
March 3, 2014 ideas and background were sent to Mr. Dineen.
March 16, 2014 discussion took place with the Mayor on what was not applicable
to Brookside Village.
April 9, 2014 Mr. Fisher received a letter from Mr. Dineen dated April 2. (The
Council has a copy of the letter).
Mr. Fisher tried to spell out the problem in a letter to the Council members. He
feels the issue is not understood or is not being addressed in good faith, In his
opinion, the letter from Mr. Dineen suggested that the town had no ongoing
interest or responsibility in Brookside. Mr. Fisher takes issue with original
property owners having to pay to have units built and then pay taxes as well. Mr.
Fisher warned Council that he will send a press release (distributed to Council) to
the paper, and further action is planned. He wants to work together.
The Mayor stated that it is not uncommon for legal representation not to speak
with individuals when another attorney is involved. The Mayor also reminded Mr.
Fisher of instances when work was done together and that the community does
view Brookside as a value. The Mayor expressed that the view of the Mayor and
Council not working in good faith is a bit hurtful.
Mr. Lander (Brookside resident) expressed the issue of the caps and that money
put into remodeling or repairs cannot be recouped.
Discussion of the flood issue and the possibility of a flood policy.
The Mayor reminded everyone that Brookside was planned and built before the
current Council was in place and that the current council cannot unilaterally
change what is there and is not able to provide the kind of relief that is being
sought. Further discussion followed about issues with past Council’s decisions as
well as the decisions of those who worked in creating this project from the
beginning.
The residents asked for some help, such as with roofing costs on the Mount
Laurel units.
AN voiced his understanding that the residents sought relief and his willingness to
do his part and asked where the rest of the money would come from.
Mr. Fisher advocated a joint effort. The Mayor stated his willingness to continue
discussions but noted that he is restricted in what he is able to do.
Mr. Fisher, Jr., asked what the rules are for the handling of the Mount Laurel
units.
ALB will give him the COAH statutes.

2. Further provided that to the extent possible, the
Recreation Commission utilize the services of
the DPW in order to reduce such costs;

3. Further provided any and all such contracts for
the maintenance of such fields be procured
through RFP’s and subject to open public
bidding if in excess of the limits allowable for
the use of purchase order:

4, Further provided that the Open Space funds
shall only be provided in the event that there is



a shortfall from donations from the Sports
Boosters, related Sports Associations within
the Recreation Commission.
